Pesticides 

 Use pesticides responsibly.  

 Follow manufacturer's instructions. 

 Don’t over apply. 

 Don't spray on windy days.  

 Do not spray directly onto streets, sidewalks, curbs, 

gutters, or close to any water bodies. 

 Pesticides don't only kill weeds and harmful insects, 

they can also kill aquatic life. 

Fertilizer 

Fertilizers and yard waste, such as grass clippings or 

leaves, which are swept down storm drains contribute to 

the amount of nutrients in our rivers and lakes. The in-

creased nutrient levels can harm fish and other wildlife. 

 We can improve water quality by sweeping up ferti-

lizers and clippings off sidewalks and driveways to 

prevent them from running into storm drains. 

 Do not blow yard waste into the street. 

 Green waste, such a leaves, lawn clippings, and 

branches, can be disposed of at the Logan landfill 

free of charge.
